Fewer than 10 states currently 
allow greyhound racing. Last year 
alone, seven tracks closed, leaving 
many dogs without a place to go. 
When greyhound racing is banned 
across a state, hundreds of 
greyhounds are suddenly no 
longer earning their keep. While 
some breeders may ship a few of 
their best dogs elsewhere for 
racing, most are forced to sharply 
reduce their kennel size. Some 
simply shut down operations 
entirely. This leaves literally 
hundreds, sometimes thousands, 
of racing greyhounds displaced  
all at once.
